Three

tenant homes (one an original

log cabin), the fire house (to

house the fire engine, of

course), the brick bull ring (to

start young horses under

saddle), an old log blacksmith's shop and even the remains of

an old sawmill are included, the latter two bearing witness to a

time when honored traditions of self sufficiency were widely

embraced.
